I became aware that last week an old email address book for the aboriginal e-notice was stolen and accessed by Tim Collins and Trevor Gladue, two Métis politicians who are seeking re-election in the upcoming Métis election. A breach of trust was how an old back up copy was accessed. It was not my intent to have the email addresses exploited in this way but I do believe that it is important for you to know that I did not give this information to them but it was taken. If you receive emails from Trevor Gladue, Metis Matters or an unknown source - please feel free to block them or request your name be removed from their email lists. Once again, I do apologize and we will ensure you that as was committed in the past - your email information is private and is not sold or shared with anyone outside of the Aboriginal E-notice list server.
