Rules and Regulations:

1. Parking shall occur only in the designated parking area.  In the interest of protecting the natural resources and tranquility of this place, the use of any motorized vehicles or generators is prohibited.

2. Fires are permitted only in the provided fire pits.  Self-contained camp stoves are permitted for outdoor use.  Fires or combustibles of any kind inside the tipis are prohibited.

3. This is a protected place that provides a home for wildlife.  Please respect plants and wildlife.  It is an offence under the Parks Act to remove any plant, animal or geological specimen from the Site.

4. Any pets must be kept on leash at all times.  Owners take full responsibility for cleaning up after their pets.

5. This is a natural area and wildlife of many species may be present.  Food or other supplies may not be left out overnight.  Arrangements will be made with the tipi camping operator for bear-safe storage of food and supplies.

6. Only firewood provided by the tipi camping operator may be used in the fire pit.

7. Check-out time is 10:00 AM.  If campers wish to remain at the ‘Tipi Village’ site beyond that time and make use of the fire pit facilities, they may do so; however, all other gear, bedding, baggage, etc., shall be removed from the Site by 10:00.

8. The ‘Tipi Village’ is an area of Rocky Mountain House NHSC that is open to the public and along a popular walking trail.  While campers will be provided with an ‘Occupied’ sign for the tipi(s) they are using, this agreement does not give exclusive use of the Site and campers must be aware that other Site visitors may pass through the area.

9. Campers must properly dispose of all refuse and recyclables.  Garbage must not be thrown into the firepit.  The campsite and all furnishings shall be left in the condition in which it was found.  Any damage incurred or noticed must be brought to the attention of the tipi camping operator immediately.  Tipi camping guests accept responsibility for any damage occurred to the property of Parks Canada or Métis Local 845, Métis Nation of Alberta.
